Stunning teak deck spaces seem endless and functional, and the low silhouette gives the Tayana 55 it's distinctive
look. The deck is a composite construction using encapsulated marine grade ply. All deck hardware is through bolted
using stainless steel backing plates.

A sound construction with solid fibreglass hull, hand laminated according to Lloyds specifications. A matrix of
longitudinal and transverse foam-cored stringers in the lower hull providing maximum hull stiffness. Internal cast iron
ballast glassed into a modified fin keel with 7ft 2 inch draft. Skeg mounted rudder, with internal stainless steel rudder
post and integral stainless steel reinforcement.
